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KEY CONCEPTS FATALISM

Fatalism IS the belief that events
are fixed in advance by
Impersonal forces and are
effected regardless of means
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KEY CONCEPTS HARD DETERMINISM

Hard determinism, Is the
teaching that God has fixed In
advance the ends and the means
to those ends by His sovereign
control apart from human
freedom
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KEY CONCEPTS COMPATIBILISM

Compatibilism, or soft
determinism, IS the teaching

that determinism Is
compatible with human
freedom
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KEY CONCEPTS INCOMPATIBILISM

Incompatibilism, or
Indeterminism, teaches that the

will of man IS not determined In
any way and that free will is not
compatible in any way with
determinism
